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The city of Stillwater is located 105 km northeast of the capital of Oklahoma in the midwest United States. Stillwater has
a humid subtropical climate, and compared with the rest of Oklahoma, known for it's flat plains, the topography of it's 73.3
km? land area is comparatively hilly. The home of Oklahoma State University, Stillwater is a true college town.
Approximately half of the population of 47,000 are either university students or somehow connected to the university. The
combination of rich natural scenery and beautiful lakes with the academic atmosphere create a unique environment. Major

industries include wheat farming, animal husbandry, production of computers, color printers, and motorboats, and natural
gas refinement.
